Fundraising to Support Colby 
Colby Salerno of Cheshire, CT, was diagnosed with Hypertrophic 
Cardiomyopathy at the age of 12, an extremely rare condition that causes the 
heart to become hard. After suffering from shortness of breath this summer, 
Colby discovered that he had developed a rare form of the disease, accelerating 
the hardening of his heart walls, which would ultimately lead to heart failure. As 
of September 23rd of this year, Colby has been on the heart transplant waiting list;

Our goal is to sell 1,000 wrist bands, raising a total of $2,000.  If our fundraising 
efforts are successful, we will increase our sale of wristbands in the coming 
weeks.
